A. Attended a breakfast sponsored by the Leawood Chamber of Commerce with Mr.
Lambers. The topic was the Park Place development, presented by Jeff Alpert
and Melanie Mann. Because of interest in the topic and a resulting high
attendance, it was moved from the Hereford House to the lower level of City Hall.
Congressman Dennis Moore was in attendance.

B. Attended the Social Security Administration’s 68" Anniversary celebration at
Leawood Town Village. Once again, Congressman Moore was in attendance.
C. Reported on information from Joe Johnson concerning the 119" Street/Mission

Road intersection. Mr. Johnson stated that on August 20™ at 7:00 PM, the
intersection would have one lane open in each direction. Signals would be
working to allow left turns into Nativity Church and onto Mission Road. All
construction would be completed by October 1%,
